
Ethics dumping refers to the practice where researchers based in high-income countries 
conduct ethically problematic research in low- or middle-income countries that would not 
have been approved in their countries. This practice is also observed in domestic  
collaborations where researchers based in well-resourced institutions conduct ethically  
problematic parts of their research in under-resourced institutions that may adopt a lenient 
approach towards ethics in order to attract funding or participate in collaborative research.

Create a database containing ethics dumping cases to enable more research. 
Conduct a survey to be distributed among members of the Global Young Academy to 
collect more possible cases.

Remain cognizant of the possibility of ethics dumping in your collaborations.
